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Beacon Reporting

HARTS

The International Beacon Project has proven itself to be a very handy tool for amateurs to determine HF propagation conditions – perhaps even more so as we approach the bottom of another solar cycle.

Conveying this information to other amateurs, such as over real-time spotting networks, is inconsistent & could be improved.

Discussion

Most, if not all amateurs today are familiar with spotting networks.

If several beacons on the same frequency are heard, it is logical to convey this information together, instead of individually spotting each beacon.

That information is which beacon was heard & how well it was heard.

Recommendation

HARTS recommends that this Conference recommend that amateurs who report reception of IBP stations try to do so in a manner that conveys the most information as possible – such as by the following example (presented as a DX cluster “spot”):

DX 24930 IARUBCN 4:JA 3:VK,4S 2:W6,KH6 1:5Z

DX 14100 IARUBCN 4:JA 2:VK 1:4S, under intruders
