SARTS is please to update fellow member societies on its status and activities since Christchurch Conference in October 2009.

OVERVIEW

The number of licenced stations in Singapore as at end May 2012 is approximately 120.

There are no Club Stations and we have only one Repeater Station

Membership of the Society was 56 Transmitting and 2 Associate Members (SWL’s) as at end of May 2012

The Society continues to govern by a small group of seven licenced 9V1 amateurs – a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasure and three council members which is in accordance with the Society’s Constitution.

The Society continues to hold its monthly meeting at the Alumni Medical Centre #01-00, 2 College Road, Singapore 169850 on every last Thursday of the Month at 8.00 pm Singapore time except in June & December. We have a good mix of foreigners and local members who conduct talks, shows after our normal meeting. Aside from our normal monthly formal meeting, the members also meet at the Food Junction Level 3 HarbourFront Centre for an informal lunch on every second Saturday of the month. This is popular with our members and visitors with much sharing of information and general chit-chat.

The Society has one repeater station for 2 meters at Bukit Timah in the North West of the island..

The Society continues to keep the regular contact with the Singapore Licensing Authorities – The Inforcomm Development Authority of Singapore (iDA). The Society conducts monthly Radio Amateur Examination (RAE) for the licensing Authority if there are ready candidate for the month.

The Licensing Authorities now approve Temporary Visitor Licenses. Youths sixteen and above are allowed restricted VHF 2m licence and call sign on passing RAE Part 1 exam but need to pass Part 2 of the RAE for full licence to be allowed to use HF
