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SOCIETY TRIENNIAL REPORT OF THE VARC (2009-2012)
A. MEMBERSHIP
BEFORE 2009: We had in total 150 VARC's members (included only 30 licensed

operators) and 25 stations (with only 3 club stations).
FROM 2009 TO 2012: We have had total 173 VARC's members (included 50 licensed

operators - 22 foreign operators) and 36 stations (with 7 club stations).

B. RELATIONSHIP WITH THE ADMINISTRATION:
After the first "Amateur Radio Rules" Resolution (No.99/1998/QD-CSBD) was signed

on 14/2/1998 by the Viet Nam General Post Office, which recognized Amateur Radio

activities legal and assigned basic information for Amateur Radio activities, the Viet

Nam Government has had some changes in providing licenses for foreign operators in

Viet Nam.

On 4/4/2008,theDepartment of Community and Information issued Resolution

No.18/2008/QD-BTTTT on "Setting Amateur Radio activities". According to this

Resolution, all Vietnamese citizens who want to operate Amateur Radio have to pass the

Theory test as well as Practical test so that they can be recognized as an operator

(divided into 4 levels). This is the basic condition they need to apply for a license of

using transceiver and Amateur Radio band.
Vietnamese citizens and foreigners who want to have license in operating Amateur Radio

activities have to submit all the below forms:

1. A Declaration of operating Amateur Radio

2. A copy of ID Card or Passport

3. A copy of Amateur Radio operator license (recognized by the Department of

  Community and Information or guarantee by the VARC).

4. Foreigners are also required a copy of Viet Nam Visa with entry and exit stamps.

  This section was really an obstacle for foreign operators who had a short term

  visit to Viet Nam. The VARC had requested the Department of Community and

  Information to remove this section.

Until 2010, the Resolution No.24/2010/TT-BTTTT issued by the Department of

Community and Information "describe in details and show how to get license to use radio

equipment, lease radio device and share radio band". This Resolution has removed

section 4 mention above; however, it has added to Section 2 and 3 that all the copy

documents need notarization from a justice department.
In addition, the Resolution No.255/QD-CTS on 19/9/2008 allow the VARC to hold tests,

grade and issue license for Amateur Radio operators.
In general, the relationship between VARC and Viet Nam Government has become

gradually tight and legal.

D. SOME AMATEUR RADIO ACTIVITIES IN 3 YEARS 2009 - 2012:
- September 2009: a10-day-trip was held for the Russian Amateur Radio Society

  (4 operators) at Hon Ngu Island (Nghe An); Cham Islet (Da Nang) and Hon Tam

  (Khanh Hoa) with 10,000 QSO.

- April 2010: a 10-day-trip was held for the International Amateur Radio Society

  (17 operators from 6 nations) at Con Co Island (Quang Tri) with 19,000 QSO.

- September 2010: a 7-day-trip was held for the Dutch Amateur Radio Society (5

  operators) to Phu Quoc, with 4,000 QSO.

- Late 2010: 2 stations were built in Cu Chi (3W2REH) and 1 station was built in

  Vung Tau (3W2LI).

- May 2011: The VARC (2 operators) visited the US Amateur Radio Society in

  Newington and joined the Amateur Radio Exhibition and Fair in Dayton (Ohio).

- March 2012: EME method was used in Phu Quoc by one Vietnamese operator and

  two Dutch operators, with 320 QSO.

E. SUGGESTIONS:
- The IARU should amend some terms in the Convention to make Amateur Radio

  activities easier.

- An Amateur Radio operator is bounded by many conditions and licenses while

  there is no condition for mobile and internet users.

- Government from different nations should recognize Amateur Radio licenses and

  certificates of each other to make Amateur Radio activities easier.
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
