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· This report covers the major items of my work as a Director during the triennium from November 2012 to September 2015.

· APT Conference Preparatory Group (APG) Meetings for WRC-15: Shizuo Endo JE1MUI and Peter ZL2AZ worked on the four relevant APG meetings in the current WRC-15 cycle.  This was our major task for this triennium.  Peter attended all four meetings: APG15-2 at Bangkok in July 2013, APG15-3 at Brisbane in June 2014, APG15-4 at Bangkok in March 2015 and APG15-5 at Seoul in July 2015.  Agenda Item 1.4 concerning secondary access to some frequencies around 5300 kHz was the only amateur service specific issue.  This is proving to be a difficult issue to get accepted by the incumbent services and many administrations.  More work is still needed to achieve success at WRC-15.  Some other agenda items were closely watched as potential threats to existing amateur bands.  Potential agenda items for the next WRC-19 were also monitored.  These APG meetings were reported on in detail to the member societies after each meeting.

· Directors’ Meetings: Participated in all three Directors’ meetings at Ho Chi Minh City in October 2012, Tokyo in August 2013 and Brisbane in June 2014.

· APT Memorandum of Understanding (MOU): Drafted documents and a PowerPoint presentation explaining the benefits for the APT of an MOU to assist Gopal and Shizuo in their negotiations.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]ITU Telecom World – Bangkok, 19 – 22 November 2013: Assisted Gopal with this significant event to showcase all aspects of amateur radio.  Attended the whole event, along with the assistance of a team from the Radio Amateur Society of Thailand (RAST) (under the Patronage of the King).  Designed, prepared and ran a booth in the international exhibition associated with the conference promoted by the ITU (International Telecommunication Union).  Major effort was put into the specially designed posters, panels and banners setting out the various aspects of amateur radio.  There were also posters depicting the activities of RAST, including emergency communications; and an operating station.  Brochures in English describing amateur radio were prepared, with a focus on educating “regulators and administrators”.  General brochures were also prepared in Thai for local distribution.

· Meeting between NBTC and Thai Radio Amateurs, November 2013: Assisted and participated with RAST a few days after ITU Telecom World in an open forum meeting called by the Thai regulator to discuss the development of amateur radio in Thailand.  RAST made presentations.  I also made a presentation that provided regional and international examples of up to date regulations and policies.  More than a year later revised and more appropriate regulations were approved for Thai amateurs.

· ITU ICT Disaster Training Workshop, Hanoi, November 2013: While we were at ITU Telecom World in Bangkok, Gopal was approached by the ITU Regional Office to participate at very short notice in a workshop on “ICT Applications in Mitigating Natural Disasters” at the very end of November.  Gopal and I collaborated on preparations.  I prepared a PowerPoint presentation.  We drew on earlier work from an APT Disaster Management Workshop in Manila in July 2013.

· Region 3 Monitoring System: Checked the monthly Monitoring System reports from time.  I have not had any direct reports, or issue raised, from Peter Young VK3MV, the Coordinator.  Their work is continuous.

· Pacific Islands Telecommunications Association (PITA): At the APG15-3 at Brisbane in June 2014 I was fortunate to meet Fred Christopher the Manager of PITA, based in Suva Fiji.  He showed interest in amateur radio, both personally and from a PITA perspective.  He could see it as a source of emergency communications and a way to develop the radio technology capabilities of people in the Pacific.  At this APG meeting and subsequent meetings I managed to find regulators and others from Tonga, Samoa and Papua New Guinea that were interested.  This could open some opportunities to re-build amateur radio in the Pacific.  However, in spite of talk by Fred of inviting me to PITA workshops or other suitable forums (largely at their expense), nothing has happened.  .  I am keeping in touch with PITA.  Virtually all our member societies in the Pacific have faded away.

· IARU Region 3 Documentation: Shizuo noted that there was very little information on our Region 3 website about the outcomes from the World Radiocommunication Conferences (WRCs and WARCs).  This is a major part of our activities.  There was a lot of detailed information about WRC-03 from a seminar to the 12RC in Taipei in 2004; but it is not easy to understand in 2015.  A common format was developed.  information was gathered about recent WRCs, and earlier WRCs and WARCs, which had a significant effect on amateur radio.  These include an “Overview” document, an edited version of the WRC-03 information, historical tables and key ITU Articles and Recommendations etc.  A separate folder retains all the original WRC-03 documents for reference.  In total, 13 documents were created and are now on the website in a Folder under the “Conferences” tab.  They are recommended for reference.

· 
IARU Region 3 “Standard Documents”: (Constitution, ToRs, Guidelines, Information documents etc.) also had no common format or layout and some had no index numbers.  The “WRC” template was then used for all our documents.  Some Officer positions also had no ToRs, and a few had been overlooked in earlier updating.  A number of Information and Guideline documents were also gathered up.  A new “Index List” with revised numbering was worked up in collaboration with Secretary Ken.  In total some 33 documents have been found or written to date; and put into the common format.  Checking and approval is proving time consuming and is ongoing.  They are being posted to the web site progressively.

In summary, a busy three years.
