Membership of the Society was 66 transmitting and 5 Associate Members (SWL’s). We at the end of Year 2014 sent to all known licensees a Performa Invoice that resulted in improved membership.

The Society continues to be governed by a small group of seven licenced 9V amateurs – a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasure and three members which is in accordance with the Society’s Constitution. We also have an active QSL Managers for outward and inward QSL cards, IARU R3 Liason officer and RAE Examiner.

The Society continues to hold its monthly meetings at the Alumni Medical Centre #01-00, 2 College Road, Singapore 169850 on every last Thursday of the Month at 8.00 pm Singapore time except in June & December. We at the monthly meeting discuss regular business including introduction to visitors, after the meeting there will be talks by members and visitors on subjects of interest to our members in general.
