STATEMENT

of the second

GLOBAL AMATEUR RADIO EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS

CONFERENCE (GAREC-2006), Tampere, Finland, 18-20 June 2006

The second Global Amateur Radio Emergency Communications Conference, GAREC-2006, attended by representatives of national IARU member societies and amateur radio emergency communications groups from all three IARU Regions,

considering

1. the progress made in the implementation of the recommendations of GAREC-2005,

2. the role of the Amateur Radio Service in support of emergency operations and disaster response over the past 12 months;

calls upon IARU Regions 2 and 3


to consider at their next competent regional conferences the adoption of the Center of Activity frequencies as proposed by GAREC-2005 and adopted by the IARU Region 1 conference in September 2005 and attached to this statement;

calls upon all national IARU member societies

1. to inform all amateurs in their respective country about the concept and purpose of the Center of Activity frequencies for emergency traffic,

2. to use their contacts with national regulatory authorities to encourage the accession to and implementation of the Tampere Convention on the Provision of Telecommunication Resources for Disaster Mitigation and Relief Operations;

calls upon all national IARU member societies and emergency communication groups

1. to support the work of the working group for the IARU emergency communication handbook and to provide copies of existing agreements with institutional partners in emergency response as well as copies of emergency communication guidelines, manuals, and checklists developed for national or local use,

2. to support the work on the IARU emergency communications handbook by making copies of this publication available in their respective languages;

calls upon the IARU Administrative Council and International Secretariat

1. to advise and assist the IARU emergency communications handbook working group in respect to the publication of the handbook once the working group has completed its task,

2. to accelerate the publication of a leaflet or brochure presenting the role of the Amateur Radio Service in emergency communications, recommended by GAREC-2005;

calls upon governments and administrations


to facilitate the role of the Amateur Radio Service in emergency telecommunications by fully implementing the provisions of Radio Regulations (RR) Article 25 as revised by the World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-03, Geneva 2003) and by encouraging joint training activities and exercises of amateur radio emergency communications groups and institutional providers of emergency response.

Adopted by consent in the final session of GAREC-2006 on 20 June 2006.
