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1. Background

At the 8th IARU Region 3 Conference held in Bandung, Indonesia in 1991, “Promotion of Amateur Radio (PAR)” was adopted to promote and support amateur radio activities in the countries and/or societies in Asia, Pacific region, and JARL became as the Convenor/Coordinator.  JARL appointed the then Director of JARL, Mr. Inami, JA6AV for this task. To further advance its project, STARS***, an abbreviation for "Support of The Amateur Radio Service in Region 3," was formed at the 9th Conference held in Singapore in 1994.  After the retirement of Mr. Inami’s JARL directorship, JARL appointed me as the Chairman.

2. Activities

In August, 2000, STARS*** sent out questionnaires to 11 societies / organizations and received four replies. (Annex 1)  Those are summarized as; STARS*** should be continued, they need more than two copies of the educational materials, and wished to receive TX/RX kits.  Based on those, STARS*** decided to start sending radio kits as a new educational material to attract the interest of young people.  STARS*** activities were supported by the Darwin Conference again, and CRSA had joined group.

Following the analysis of the above questionnaires in 2000, STARS*** started to send BC radio kits that can be awakened young people’s interest in electronics by building radio by themselves, in the years 2002, 2003 and 2005.  In the meantime, HARTS joined the group at the Taipei Conference held in 2004.
