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Intruders

HARTS

Always a perennial problem, some very persistent & blatant intruders to amateur service spectrum have become particularly troublesome over the past few years to amateurs in the Region.

Discussion

The use of radio frequency spectrum is determined by the ITU, to which member-states sign up to when joining.  The amateur service itself only exists as it does today due to provisions of the ITU.  The amateur service, it can safely be said, as a whole abides by ITU provisions (in particular, sharing spectrum with other services & not causing harmful interference to other services).

Sadly, other services do not behave the same, nor do some administrations abide by what they have signed up to.

As a whole, the amateur service rightly expects proper behavior of other services & administrations – not electromagnetic terrorism, or worse state-sponsored electromagnetic terrorism – turned loose upon modern civil RF society.

The IARU Monitoring System has identified some of these persistent & blatant intruders.  Resolution 99-4, IARU & Regional constitutions are quite clear, as is the ITU-RR.

With whole or significant portions of often exclusive amateur service spectrum being lost to these intruders, the situation quite frankly is unacceptable & has been so for far too long.

Recommendation 1

HARTS recommends that this Conference be presented with reports by the relevant member-societies as to what steps have been taken to resolve the following persistent & blatant intruders to amateur spectrum:

1. Over-the-horizon radar from United Kingdom Akrotiri Sovereign Base Area on Cyprus, heard on 30-10m.

2. Over-the-horizon radar from Hainan, People’s Republic of China, heard on 80-20m.

3. AM broadcast stations from Chinese Taipei on 20 & 17m.

4. AM broadcast stations from People’s Republic of China jamming the Chinese Taipei broadcast stations on 20 & 17m.

5. AM broadcast stations from People’s Republic of China jamming United Kingdom broadcasts below 20m, resulting in splatter across the 20m band.

6. AM broadcast stations – apparently transmitter intermodulation distortion products – from People’s Republic of China appearing on 40-12m.

7. Sea surface codar from People’s Republic of China covering entire 12m band.

Recommendation 2

HARTS further recommends that this Conference request that these persistent & blatant intruders be referred for further, immediate action under section 6f of Resolution 99-4 in light of the fact that no member-society appears to have made any substantive progress to date.

Recommendation 3

HARTS further recommends that this Conference consider requesting, given the extent of the problem of these persistent & blatant intruders, that the matter be referred to the AC for appropriate escalation, with the AC reporting back to the Region the on-going status of this action.
