In August 2009, the Ministry of Communication & Information Technology (MCIT) issued regulation number 33/ 2009 on Amateur Radio Activities in Indonesia. It affected the examination process, licensing & membership registration in our organization. 
With the new regulation, Amateur Radio National Exam (a.k.a. UNAR) is conducted by the Directorate General of Resource Management and Equipment Standard of Posts and Information Technology (a.k.a. SDPPI) & ORARI National Executives with the assistance of MCIT Provincial Officer and ORARI Provincial Executives. The Directorate General SDPPI issues the license while ORARI ID card is issued by the ORARI National Headquarters.  
A team from ORARI and MCIT is responsible to an international standard on the Amateur Radio National Exam by providing sets of questions from the Question Pool. Study Materials also issued, including a Q&A section.
Since then ORARI Executives are working closely with MCIT Officials at all levels. At Local/ District and Provincial levels, ORARI & MCIT are organizing the preparation class for the exam (a.k.a. BUNAR) periodically. Now we are also working on Disaster Management, Monitoring System and Reciprocal Agreement with JARL.

ORARI got the major benefit from the new regulation on the national membership database, indicated by the increase of revenue from membership fee. That is why nowadays ORARI has the ability to pay the IARU membership fee as well.
Some other changes on the 33/ 2009 regulation is as follows:

· The new class license and its power limit.
YB = Amateur Extra (was Advance) Class
Power limit: 1000w (was 500w)

YC = Advance (was General) Class

Power limit:   500w (was 100w)

YD = General (was Novice) Class

Power limit:   100w (was 30w)

YG = Novice (was Beginner) Class

Power limit:   100w (was 30w)
· Band plan is set up by adopting the IARU R3 Band Plan, with the exception of: 

135 kHz and 7.200 – 7.300 MHz. 70 cm band is limited to 430 – 438 MHz (instead of 430 – 440 MHz).
Membership
With the new regulation, we experience the increasing of new members. However there are number of non continuing members, mostly those who join ORARI at the eighties, who was only using the 2 meters band for local communication use. With the emergence of cell phones and Internet connection those member no longer felt the need to continue membership. We assume those who are  still at the organization, as the member is the real hobbyist. Total ORARI members now is 18.825.
The 9th ORARI National Conference at Jakarta, 21 – 22 October 2011 also decided an increase in the membership fee from Rp.1.000,- to Rp.1.500,- (around Yen 12,5/ month). It cover ORARI and IARU membership fee.
Major activities

As we reported on last conference, all 378 Locals/ District in 32 Provincial Executives are actively organized variety of amateur radio activities such as ham festival, field day and contest. Some activities now are considered as national event. “Jakfox” a Ham Festival organized by Jakarta Provincial Executives now is become one of the official event of the Jakarta Anniversary held around June 22 each year in the center of Jakarta City. Borneo Ham Festival held every two years participated by Hams from Brunei Darussalam, Malaysia & Indonesia. This year will be held at Kuching, Malaysia. 
With Gerakan Pramuka, the Indonesian Scout Movement, ORARI organizing Jamboree On The Air (JOTA) twice a year. There are National JOTA & Asia Pacific Air Jamboree (APAJ) on every first week of August and World JOTA on every third week of October. 

Two major Island On The Air (IOTA) DXpedition were done by “ORARI DXpedition & Contest Team” at Ohoi Ew, Kei Island (IOTA OC-221) and Kaliage Besar, Seribu Island (IOTA OC-177). It was for the first time ORARI DXpedition with more than 30 operators working all mode on all band. Both DXpedition were logging more than 20.000 QSOs each and got prompt QSL Cards from all over the world. The “ORARI DXpedition & Contest Team” with the full support from MCIT and other supporters are now targeting to conduct DXpeditions in Frontier Islands such as Rondo Island at Aceh, Miangas Island at North Sulawesi, Mapia Island at Papua and Rote Island at East Nusa Tenggara. 
On November 2009, ORARI National Headquarters established Communication & Rescue Task Force (CORE) followed by the establishment of CORE in Provincial and Local/ District level. CORE ORARI as part of IARU Region 3 Emergency Communications Group were also took part in the Global Simulated Emergency Test (GlobalSET) organized by IARU Region 1. 
In the National level, CORE ORARI is teaming up with the MCIT Disaster Management Unit. MCIT recently provided two Emergency Communication Mobile Unit to be operated by ORARI. The mobile unit consist of UHF, VHF, HF and data communication facilities, supported by a trailer for a portable repeaters and satellite communication.
CORE ORARI supported Numbers of disaster reliefs operation and SAR operation.  The radio communication is mostly done nation wide on 40 meters band at 7.065 MHz or 7.075 MHz We are still unable to work on IARU Region 3 CoA, 7.110 MHz due to illegal transmission on that frequency. For local radio communication CORE ORARI is using 2 meters band according to the Local/ District & Provincial Executives arrangement, mostly at 145.500 MHz
Training are also provided periodically by CORE ORARI to some institution such as Basarnas (the National SAR Agency), PMI (the Indonesian Red Cross), and the Ministry of Forestry, and lately to BPBD (the Disaster Management Agency) at Local/ District & Provincial level. In most case the officer were then got license and become ORARI member.

ORARI is supporting LAPAN, the Indonesian Space Agency, to launch Satellites as follows:
