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Triennial Report of the Amateur Radio Society of India- 2010 to 2012
a)
Membership - The number of members in the society has been around 500 for the past few years. Almost 80% of the members are life members, with the rest being annual members. There is some fluctuation in the number of corporate members, with some not renewing and other new members coming in.

b) Relationship with your Administration, WRC-15 preparation and implementation, etc.;   

The relationship with the administration continues to be good, but due to constant changes of personnel, continuity in discussions is to say the least, difficult. We have to start all over again whenever there is a change of personnel.
A constant effort is being made to reduce the time lag between a candidate passing an exam and the license being issued (as a result of the present security clearance procedures) Renewal of licenses which earlier took considerable time is now being done fairly quickly, mainly due to the constant interaction between the officials and the office bearers of the ARSI.
Efforts were being made to get back slots in the 6M and 10M bands and this has succeeded. We had already succeeded in getting the extended segment in 7 MHz and Indians Amateur radio operators can now operate on the newly freed-up bands

There was a change in the grades of licenses- the existing five categories were replaced with just two- Restricted and General. The earlier issued Restricted and Grade II licences have been merged into the Restricted Grade and the Earlier Grade 1` and the advanced grade of licences have been merged into the General Grade licence.
We now have regular contacts with officials of WPC who participate in WRC preparatory meetings and our views are also represented by them

c) Major events worth special mention;   

1. DXpedition to VU4

The ARSI had organised a DXpedition to the Andaman Islands at its territory 

Capital, Port Blair. Two teams of Indian amateur radio operators operated with 
the special callsign VU4PB for a period of three weeks, under the stewardship of 

the ARSI president, Gopal Madhavan, VU2GMN. They established contacts 

upwards of 38,000 and operated in SSB, CW and RTTY modes. There was a special focus towards North America, as VU4 was a specifically wanted entity there.  Well known American QSL Manager Joseph Arcure, W3HNK was the QSL manager for the DXpedition and the DXpedition also had an Online QSL request system.

Lighthouse and Island activations.
ARSI has been active in helping groups of ARSI members and other amateur radio operators with Island and lighthouse activations. Those worthy of mention are the 
IOTA Expedition to the Island of Bet Dwarka, (AS 175) near the western Indian State of Gujarat, with the callsign AT2DW.
Lighthouse activation on the Minicoy Island, the southernmost island in India is also being supported by the ARSI. The Expedition with the callsign VU7M is in Minicoy Island (AS 106 )
3. Two All India Hamfests 

The Amateur Radio Society of India has been extending financial and technical expertise to organize the biggest gathering of Indian Hams, which is held in a different place in India under the Banner of “Hamfests”.
These have been held in the South Indian Cities of Kochi (Formerly Cochin) in the state of Kerala and at Pollachi in the state of Tamilnadu. The next one is scheduled in Chennai in the second week of December 2012
These gatherings help in a huge person to person meeting of Indian hams and also expose them to the latest in developments in Antennas, Radio and other hardware.
