The presence of Indonesian non amateur groups on the various amateur band  frequencies in the  40 and 20 metre bands  is causing the most severe conceren for all the amateurs of Region 3 and the world over.  While they use amateur radio frequencies for their regular communications, you will never miss the  many calls for the Prayers and the many jokes and the Kookaburra  pattern of laughing with old men and young ladies together. The 40 metre band has several channels of 5 kHz intervals from the lower edge and these stations have their breeding grounds here. They graduate to other frequencies and move to 20 metre band, where they are on either sides of the International Beacon frequency of 14100 kHz. None of us in Region 3, can monitor any  NCDXF/IARU beacons on this frequency. This QRM from Indonesians are being reported month after month, and unfortunately, nothing is happening.



Similar is the case with the Voice of Broad Masses from Eritrea
The Voice of Mujahid  on 7070 kHz, the various frequencies used by the  Bubble Jammers/Wobble Jammers on 40m, have  been causing  severe QRM for the genuine amateur use. There has been the continuous presence of the Single letter beacons from Russia,as well as the the Cuban jammer of 18090 kHz.

News from other regions:

Region 1:   Regional Coordinator  OM Ron Roden tells that the “rumour of 28 MHz amateur band in Russia is open for general use” is FALSE.  Kenyan Coordinator OM Ted Alleyne reports  more successes against the intruders. Five more HF stations have been confiscated.The Nairobi travel agency using 2m amateur frequencies was also caught and equipment confiscated.   CB like 12m activity in Portuguese language believed to be from Brazil, was reported by Dutch Coordinator OM Arie Roos.

Region 2:  Regional Coordinator OM Martin Potter puts the following as highlighted items from their summary:

3560 kHz,A3E.Voice of Korea, DPR Korea;

40m,JAM, Wobble, Bubble and Buzz jammers;

14250 kHz,N0N,Carrier from Radio Pyongyang, DPR  Korea;

18081.6 kHz,N0N,F1A, Carrier and occasional F1A Morse from Russia,

10 and 12m,A3E,J3E,Pirates using AM/SSB.

The  40m Iranian Jammers are still heard in the Summer conditions also. The jamming is being done to a low power Radio Mujahed  ranging from 7010 to 7090 kHz, in steps of 10 kHz shifts. Keen SWLs may find the same situation in the out of broadcasting Band frequencies also.

The reports from JARL are not coming through and thus, the report is delayed, for which I am sorry.
